State Public Health Officer Orders 

As of 8/25, data shows a +23% in average
number cases in the last 14 days, compared
to 2 weeks ago when it was at +141%. This
indicates a significant decrease in case rate
compared to previous weeks.
Rt, or the Reproductive Number of COVID-19
cases is close to 1. Meaning for every one
case, COVID-19 has spread to one person. 
COVID-19 related hospitalizations and ICU
patients remain stable, however hospital
capacity remains impacted by significant
healthcare staffing shortages.
Compared to last summer’s surge, no single
race/ethnicity group seems to be
disproportionately impacted.

On 8/23, the FDA approved Pfizer/BioNTech COVID-19 Vaccine
"Comirnaty" for individuals 16+.
