* Allows for individuals to be served beyond the current 24-hours if necessary
e Example- children who are waiting for an inpatient bed

e AB 1136 Health Facilities: Residential and SUD Treatment
* Creates an online real time bed availability system
e AB 1250 Counties and Cities Contracts for Services

e Counties and Cities would have to justify the use of contracted providers over County or
City employees
* Opposed by Counties
* AB 1315 Early Psychosis Detection and Intervention
* Establishes a grant program for evidence based treatment programs
* Funded through private grant funds
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Whole Person Care Grant (“Cruz to Health”)
= CMS provided final approval on June 12
