[bookmark: _Hlk210313903]TYPHOID/PARATYPHOID FEVER: Bacterial illnesses, caused by a kind of Salmonella   bacteria, that cause fever and other symptoms. This illness spreads very easily and is life-threatening.

What are the symptoms? Symptoms may be mild or severe and can include fever (up to 103-104°F), headache, stomachache, loss of hunger, diarrhea, cough and/or rash. 

How is it spread? Consuming food, water, or drinks contaminated with the feces (poop) of a person who has the illness. Most people in the U.S. were infected while traveling from Asia, Africa, or Latin America.   

When do symptoms start? After exposure to Typhoid fever: 6 to 30 days; Paratyphoid fever: 1 to 10 days.

Do children or staff need to stay home if symptoms develop? Yes. Please notify the school.

When can staff or my child return to school/childcare? Please contact your healthcare provider.

	 How do I help prevent further spread at my school/childcare or home? 
· Get vaccinated against typhoid fever before travel.
· Practice safe eating and drinking habits during travel.




Good handwashing before preparing or eating food, and after using 
the toilet or changing diapers prevents spread of this disease.
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
